Primo termine di paragone + (more)
aggettivo comparativo (er) + than +
secondo termine di paragone

Aggettivi brevi:

-aggiungono —r (es. nice, nicer)
-aggiungono - er (es. old, older)

- raddoppiano la consonante (es. Thin,
thinner; big, bigger)

- terminano in -y (trasformano la -y in —i;
es. happy, happier; easy, easier)

Aggettivi bisillabici

-Aggiungono —er (es. clever+er, narrow+er)
-Con alcuni aggettivi bisillabici entrambe le
forme sono corrette (es. common)
Aggettivi lunghi (trisillabi):

-Sono preceduti da more+aggettivo+than
Aggettivi irregolari

- da imparare a memoria (good/better,
bad/worse, far/farther)

London is bigger than Rome
This bag is heavier than that
Cats are cleverer than dogs

Dark hair is commoner/more
common than blonde hair

Maths is more difficult than
geography

Peter is better than Paul at football

Not as...... as € usato pil frequentemente

Genoa is less expensive than
London
Genoa is not as expensive as London

English superlatives are typically formed with the suffix -est .

(e.g. healthiest, weakest) or the
word most (most recent, most interesting)

Aggettivi ed avverbi monosillabici e
aggettivi e avverbi bisillabici che
terminanoin -y

The+adjective/adverb+est +of/in

Cold — the coldest
Hot-the hottest
Quick-the quickest
Slow-the slowest
Cheap-the cheapest
Early- the earliest

-Today is certainly the coldest day of the year.
- He'’s the slowest player in his team.
- He was the earliest to arrive in his group.

Expensive - the most expensive
comfortable —the most
comfortable

Famous — the most famous
Quietly — the most quietly
Seriously — the most seriously

-This is the most expensive jewel of my
collection.

- It’s the most comfortable armchair of my
catalogue.

- The most quietly beautiful places on earth

Irregular superlatives

Good - the best

Bad — the worst

Far — the furthest/the farthest
Little — the least

Much — the most

-This is the worst day of my life

- It’s the farthest town in this region from the
capital.

- It was the least possible thing which could
happen.

very / really / extremely +
aggettivo

freezing (freddissimo)
wonderful (meraviglioso)
fantastic (fantastico)
marvelous (meraviglioso)

-This book is very interesting.
-This cake is absolutely delicious!
- It’s really freezing today.
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
